

D & T- Cooking and nutrition: balanced diet
Children will learn to:
· Name the main food groups and identify foods that belong to each group.
· Describe the taste, feel and smell of a given food.
· Think of three different wrap ideas, considering food combinations.
· Construct a wrap that meets the design brief and their plan.

Computing:
· Programming - algorithms and debugging
· Project Evolve – Managing online information
· Computing systems and Networks – Word processing
· Project Evolve – Health, well being and lifestyle
Science – Plant Growth
Children will be learning to be scientists by ask simple questions, recognising that they can be answered in different ways, observing closely, using simple equipment, performing simple tests, identifying and classifying, using their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions as well as gathering and recording data to help in answering questions.
Children will learn:
· Seeds have all the necessary parts inside for plants to grow.
· Seeds need water and warmth to germinate.
· Light is required for healthy plant growth.
· To describe the different stages of a plant’s life cycle.
· To recognise the importance of healthy plant growth.
· To describe the influences humans have on plants in the environment.
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Key Stage One – Curriculum Overview
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	Art:  To create a clay house
Pupils will learn to – 
· Flatten and smooth their clay, rolling shapes successfully and making a range of marks in their clay.
· Make a basic pinch pot and join at least one shape onto the side using the scoring and slipping technique.
· Roll a smooth tile surface.
· Join clay shapes and make marks in the tile surface to create a pattern.
· Draw a house design and plan how to create the key features in clay.
· Create a clay house tile that has recognisable features made by both impressing objects into the surface and by joining simple shapes.


24Geography: Local Geography discovering local river and why we like to be beside the sea so much.
· Identify and describe the main physical and human features of seaside environments.
· Understand why it is important to protect our beaches and seaside environment.
· Identify, describe and categorise living things within a rock pool habitat.
· Understand the interdependence of living things in seaside environments.
· Describe how seaside holidays and activities have changed in living memory.
· Identify, describe and offer reasons for European flight destinations from their nearest regional airport.

Mathematics:
Year 1 – Multiplication,Division, Fractions, Geometry (position and direction), Place value to 100, Money and Time
· Count in 2s, 5s and 10s
· Recognise and add equal groups, make arrays and make doubles.
· Find half and quarter of both shapes and quantities.
· Describe turns and position using the correct mathematical language.
· Count from 0 to 100 and partition into tens and ones.
· Compare numbers between 0 and 100.
· Recognise units of money in coins and notes and be able to count coins.
· Understand mathematical time words, before, after, days of the week, months of the year, hours, minutes and seconds.
· Tell the time to the hour and half hour.
Year 2 - Fractions, Time, Statistics and Geometry (position & direction)
· Children will become mathematicians by becoming fluent in the fundamentals of mathematics, reason mathematically and learn to solve problems. We will be learning to:
· Continue to develop recall of adding and subtracting facts as well as, multiplication and division facts.
· Recognise and find a half, quarter and a third
· Unit fractions and non-unit fractions
· Equivalence of half and 2 quarters
· Find three quarters
· Count in fractions
· Comparing, ordering and measuring lengths and heights in cm and m
· Using the four operations with lengths
· Describing and problem solving with position, describing movement and turns
· Telling time to the hour, half hour, o’clock, and half past, quarter past, quarter to and beyond telling time to 5 minutes
· Writing time
· Hours and days, Finding and comparing durations of time



PSHE : SCARF- Being my best and Growing and changing
Children will learn to manage their health and well-being by learning to:
· Recognise the importance of eating healthy foods.
· Recognise the fact that we all like different foods.
· Recognise the importance of good hygiene and understand how  germs and diseases are spread.
· Understand the importance of learning new skills and persevering.
Physical Education: Team games (rounders) and athletics
· To develop agility and co-ordination and begin to apply these in a range of activities
· To develop attacking and defending skills and apply to a sport.
· To move carefully and manage personal space.
· Develop team building skills.
· Develop communication and language through sport and teams.

RE: Who is Jewish and how do they live? (Part 2)
· Learn about what is precious to Jewish people and what does a mezuzah remind Jewish people about.
· Learn and understand why Jewish people celebrate Shabbat.
· Learn about the stories Jewish people tell from the Torah.
· Understand what the story of Chanuukah makes theJewish people think of.
The children will also be discussing and learning to understand how we should care for the world and others.
Music:
· To continue to develop their ability to read musical notation.
· To play simple tunes on the bells and boomwhackers.
· To play simple tunes on a glockenspiel independently.
· To develop confidence when singing and performing new and familiar songs and tunes to an audience.

History: What does it take to be a great explorer?
· Children will be introduced to a range of explorers past and present including the crew of Artemis 2, Ranulph Fiennes, Amy Johnson, Christopher Columbus and Neil Armstrong.
· Children will learn about the motivation required to be an explorer and think about the challenges that the explorers faced.
· The children will be able to give accounts of the adventures that the different explorers achieved and think about the impact that these explorers had on us today.
· Describe the qualities that a great explorer requires in order to successfully complete these expeditions.








English
Reading
· Develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by:
· Discussing the sequence of events in books and how items of information are related
· Becoming increasingly familiar with and retelling a wider range of stories including poetry
· Drawing on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher and their wider reading.
Writing
Develop positive attitudes towards and stamina for writing by: 
· Writing narratives about personal experiences and those of others (real and fictional) * Create poetry * Writing letters
· Make simple additions, revisions and corrections to their own work by: proof-reading to check for errors in spelling, grammar and punctuation 
· Speak clearly and coherently the sentence that they want to write.
· Learn how to use capital letters, full stops correctly in a sentence, recognise common nouns and proper nouns and use commas, contracted forms of words and add suffixes to spell longer words.

Phonics / Spelling / Handwriting: 
· Read and spell correctly year 1 and 2 common exception words and irregular spelling rules
· Improve presentation of written work to ensure all letters are formed and positioned correctly and can be easily read
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
